Call to Worship: Genesis 3.17-19 & Psalm 105.7 
 

And to Adam he said, “Because you have listened to the voice of your wife and have 

eaten of the tree of which I commanded you, ‘You shall not eat of it,’ cursed is the 

ground because of you; in pain you shall eat of it all the days of your life; thorns and 

thistles it shall bring forth for you; and you shall eat the plants of the field.

Confession of Faith: Heidelberg Catechism Q&A #1 
 

Q: What is your only comfort in life and death? 

A: My only comfort in life and death is that I am not my own, but belong—body and 

soul, in life and in death—to my faithful Savior, Jesus Christ. He has fully paid for all 

my sins with His precious blood, and has set me free from the tyranny of the devil. 

He also watches over me in such a way that not a hair can fall from my head with-

out the will of my Father in heaven; in fact, all things must work together for my 

salvation. Because I belong to Him—Christ—by his Holy Spirit, assures me of eternal 

life and makes me wholeheartedly willing and ready from now on to live for Him.  

Because God has spoken to us 

through His Word we strive to pro-

claim what it says and teach what it 

means. Through it,  the Church re-

ceives training, correction, encour-

agement, and a deeper experience of 

the  gospel of Jesus.

A Prayer of Confession: Based on Psalm 51 
Have mercy on me, O God, according to Your steadfast love; according to Your abun-

dant mercy, blot out my transgressions. Wash me thoroughly from my iniquity, and 

cleanse me from my sin. For I know my transgressions, and my sin is ever before 

me. Against You, You only, have I sinned and done what is evil in Your sight. Purge me 

with hyssop and I shall be clean; wash me, and I shall be whiter than snow. Renew 

a right spirit within me. Restore to me the joy of my salvation, and uphold me with a 

willing spirit.
